Deepening
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-less conventional feed: from 20% -> 5% only protein feed

for poultry and piglets until 31/12-2025

-more organic inputs in primary production: parent stock

(poultry), databases, heterogeneous material

-more organic inputs in processing: less conventional

ingredients, more organic additives (lecitine)
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Development of the organic regulation
Harmonisation
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Between EU rules: the organic regulation is aligned with :

-control regulation, -pesticide regulation, -feed additives

regulation, -fertiliser regulation, -food additives regulation.

Between countries: More rules detailed at EU level (deer, rabbit,
